= Extended Range Forecast: The weather of Saurashtra and Kutch is likely to be humid
and mostly cloudy from 03 to 07 August. The isolated moderate to heavy and scattered
light to moderate rainfall likely over the region in this week, the intensity of rainfall
likely to decrease from 07 August.

General

Advisory — Do sowing of remaining crops, interculturing, weeding, spraying of pesticides due to

isolated rain forecasted in DAY-2 to 5.

— Keep maintain the sequence in seed treatment like first treat the seed with Fungicide,
Insecticide and then after seed treatment with biofertilizer

Seed Treatment: Seed Material => Fungicide => Insecticide => Biofertilizer.
In case of excessive rainfall, farmers should try to store ‘farm water in the farm.

Use trichoderma spp. @ 2.5 kg/ha for control of soil bourne diseases, Cotton wilt, and
stem rot and collar rot in groundnut.

— To reduce the risk of erratic rainfall, Sesame, Soybean, Green gram and Black gram can
be sown.

Keep weeds free for one month.

In case of shortage of farm lab spray pendimethylene
herbicide @ 10 kg. active ingredient (3.3 liters / 500 to
600 liters of water) per hectare.

This herbicide is effective immediately after sowing but
before the seed germination when there is moisture in
the soil.

When the crop is 15 to 20 days old, the disease-free
healthy plants should be pruned at a distance of 20 cm.

Weed control

Spray, Atrazine @ 2 kg/ha in 500 lit. of water before
germination and after sowing.

Use pendimethalin herbicide if there are sown pulses

Newly emerged larvae feeding chlorophyll from levaes
causes white patches on leaves. The excreta of larvae is
looks alike wooden powder.

Install light trap 1/ha.

For biological control apply spray of beauveria bassiana
or metarhzium anisoplae @ 40 g/ 10 liter of water.
Larvae not feeding those leaves where sprayed neem-
based insecticide. Spray neem seed kernel powder @
5009 (5% extract) or neem oil @ 30 to 40 ml with
washing powder @ 10 g in 10 liter of water.

If there is more infestation, then spray, chloropyriphos
20 EC @ 25 mlor Spinosad 45 SC @ 3 ml or emamectin
benzoate 5 SG @ 3g or chlorantraniliprole 18.5 SC @ 3
ml in 10 liter of water.

Livestock e Deworming tablets should be given to the animals

before monsoon to protect the animals against worms
which are increases in monsoon.

¢ In milking cows, the udder should be dipped in
antiseptic solution after milking as far as possible to
give it complete protection.

e Itis very important to maintain the cleanliness of the
farm using pesticides.

e The gonorrhea vaccine must be given in May-June to
protect the animals against HS (Hemorrhagic
septicemia) during the monsoon.
