Relative Humidity: The RH-I and RH-II is likely to be in the range of 75-81 % & 35-38 %,
respectively.

Wind Direction and Speed: Direction and speed of wind is likely to be W and 24.6-38.0
km/h, respectively.

General Agricultural Advisory

» As per IMD 1st phase long range forest upcoming 2022 south-west monsoon will be
Normal (96-104%). In Gujarat, katch and Sauratra region above normal rainfall forecast.

» Farmers are advised to procure good quality and select the certified seed with high
yielding variety of Kharif crops for sowing next monsoon season.

» Collect the seed material or purchase it advance from agricultural universities, state seed
corporation sectors before the monsoon.

» Compost, FYM fertilizers and gypsum filling in the furrow as recommended. If possible
then apply FYM because in FYM no residue effect compare to chemical fertilizer.

» Farmers are advised to prepare their field for an upcoming kharif crops sowing and to get
the supply of seeds, fertilizers and insecticide, pesticide and fungicide according.

» If dried hay or harvested summer crop / fodder are lying in the field, store it in the safe
place.

» If crop is mature then complete threshing of summer groundnut, pearl millet and sesame
immediately.

» Cleaning ridge, fencing and drainage system of the field and preparing the field for the
next monsoon.

» Early sowing in cotton crop is not recommended due to pink bollworm attack at early
stage.

Crop wise Advisory

crop Advisory
Summer e Irrigation: The moisture essential at root zone must be required
Groundnut when crop led its critical stage i.e. peg formation, pod formation and
Maturity.

e Thrips and Jassid: For control of Thrips and Jassid in groundnut
spray neem seed extract 5% and profenofos 20 ml and acephate 15
gm in 10 liters of water.

e Mite: If infestation of mite observed in groundnut, then spray Ethion
50 EC 15 ml or Propargite 57 % EC @ 10 ml/ 10 litre of water.

e Harvesting: If crop is mature then carried out harvesting and




threshing operation.

Summer
Green gram

e Irrigation: Apply irrigation at critical stages on basis of soil type.

e Sucking pest: For the control of sucking pest, spray 10 ml
Dimethoate OR Methyl-O-Demeton in 10 liter of water.

e Harvesting: If crop i1s mature then carried out harvesting and
threshing operation at vaspa condition after cyclone effect is over.

Summer
Sesame

e Irrigation: Apply irrigation on the basis of soil type and critical
growth stages like capsule formation, seed formation and maturity
etc.

e Thrips and Army worm: For control of Thrips and Army worm in
sesame spray neem seed extract 5% and profenofos 20 ml and in 10
liters of water.

e Phyllody: Disease is spread by jassids. Apply phosphamidon 3 ml or
dimethoate 10 ml in 10 litres of water for its control. Collect and
destroy infected plants.

e Harvesting: If sesame crop pod and leaves become yellowing then
harvest the crop.

Summer
Pearimillet

e Irrigation: Apply irrigation at critical stages on basis of soil type like
grain filling and maturity stage.

e Harvesting: If crop is mature then carried out harvesting and threshing
operation at vaspa condition after cyclone effect is over.

Vegetables

e Infected plants should be uprooted and buried in the soil.

e Keep vegetable crop weed free.

e leaf Webber: For the control of leaf Webber in fruit leafy vegetable
spray 15 ml methyl-O-demeton (25 EC) Or 10 ml diamethoate (30 EC)
in 15 liter of water.

e Thrips in chilli: For the control of thrips in chilli, spray 30 ml
profenophos in 15 litres of water. In case of heavy attack make spray of
spinosad or spinetoram 7-8 ml per 15 liter of water.

e Fruit fly: For the control of Fruit fly spray acetamiprid 20 % 15 gm per
15 liter water pump.

e Fruit borer: In brinjal and tomato crops control of fruit borer, spray
reenaxipayar @ 5 ml in 15 lit of water. In tomato crops control of fruit
borer, spray indoxacarb 25 EC 30 ml or spinosad 45 EC 5 ml per pump
mix in water and spray.

e Mite: If mite infestation observe in vegetable then spray fenazaquin 10
EC 10 ml or diafenuron 50 WP 15 gm per 15 liter water pump and
carried out alternate spray.




e Whitefly & jassids in Okra: For control of whitefly & jassids in Okra,
spray 500 ml of 5 % neem seed extract or 50 ml neem oil or acephate75
% SP@ 15 gm or imidacloprid 17.8 SL 3 ml/10 litre of water.

Animals

¢ Essential salts/mineral mixture in appropriate quantities must be mixed
with feed and given to the animals.

e Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flys and mosquitoes. Keep
animal shed hygienic and clean to avoid flies and mosquitoes.

¢ Provide 6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-20 kg green fodder to
the animals. For milch animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed +
50 g mineral mixture per 2 liters of milk yield.

e Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of water for the control of tick.
