Temperature: Maximum and minimum temperature likely to be in range 33-34 °C and 26-27
°C, respectively.




Relative Humidity: The RH-I and RH-II is likely to be in the range of 76-84 % & 47-54 %,
respectively.
Wind Direction and Speed: Direction and speed of wind is likely to be W and 13-17 km/h,
respectively.

General Advice

» Apply ammonium sulphate and murate of potash fertilizers each @ 30 kg/ha in cotton,
chilli and other fruiting vegetables immediately to revive growth and to prevent wilting at
vapsa condition.

» Apply first irrigation after rainfall in Cotton, pigeon pea, Castor and Vegetable crops for
prevent wilting.

» Spray pesticides and water-soluble fertilizers in clear weather condition.

» Carried out agricultural operation like spraying, inter culturing, weeding, fertilizer
application, etc in clear sky condition.

» Farmers are advised to spray 30 ppm Naphthalene Acetic Acid solution (planofix 7.5 ml/10
liter of water) to prevent dropping of flowering in cotton crop.

» Apply neem seed kernel extract @ 750 g or Neem oil @ 45 ml in 15 lit of water to control
sucking pests due to prevailing cloudy weather.

» Control of larvae pest in all crop set the light trap par hector to control the adult of larvae.

crop Crop wise Advisory

Groundnut

Harvest the early sowing bunch type groundnut at maturity stage in clear
weather condition.

e Tikka disease: Spray Tebuconazole or Hexaconazole 15 ml per pump to
prevent leaf spot infestation.
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Pink ballwarm: In the early sowing crop put the 5 pheromone trap per hector
and monitor the trap, if 8-10 adult observe in trap then spray spray 100 gm
Beauveria bassiana powder and 20 ml prophenophos mix in 10 liter of water.
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Cotton
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e Sucking pest: Under present weather condition jassids and aphid infestation
observed in cotton, at above ETL spray acephate 75 % SP 15 gm with 1500
ppm neem oil 40 ml /10 litre of water under clear weather.




e Apply naphthalene acetic acid 30 ppm (0.3 g/10 lit water) at 50 and 70 days
after sowing to increase the yield by an increase in a number of chlorophylls,
the thickness of leaves, squares, length of sympodia, and a number of bolls.

Castor e For the control of wilt in castor drenching with coper oxycloride 50-60 gm per
pump near affected plant.
e For control of semilooper spray quinalphos (0.05%) 20 ml in 10 liters of water
at 15 days interval.
e For control of thrips and Whlteﬂy spraydlmethoate (0. 03%) 15 ml or
Acetameprid 20 SP 3 grams in 10 liters of water and spray at intervals of 10-
15 days.
Sesame/ e Harvest the crop at maturity stage.
pearl millet
Soybean
Red gram e Interculturing and hand weeding should be carried out in clear sky condition.
e Starility mosaic Virus:Red mite infestation and spread Starility mosaic
virus, for control them spray properzait 57% EC 30-40 ml/pump.
Kharif e For the control of purple blotch and fuserium wilt disease in kharif onion
Onion make 3 alternate spray of Mencozeb 40 gm and Carbendazim 15 gm in 15
litre of water at 10 days interval.
Vegetables o Leaf Webber: For the control of leaf Webber in fruit leafy Vegetable spray 15

ml methyl-O-demeton (25 EC) Or 10 ml diamethoate (30 EC) in 15 liter of
water.

e Thrips in chilli: For the control of thrips in chilli, spray 30 ml profenophos in
15 litres of water. In case of heavy attack make spray of spinosad or
spinetoram 7-8 ml per 15 liter of water.

e Fruit fly: For the control of Fruit fly spray acetamiprid 20 % 15 gm per 15
liter water pump.

¢ Fruit borer: In brinjal and tomato crops control of fruit borer, spray
reenaxipayar @ 5 ml in 15 lit of water. In tomato crops control of fruit borer,
spray indoxacarb 25 EC 30 ml or spinosad 45 EC 5 ml per pump mix in water
and spray.




e Mite: If mite infestation observe in vegetable then spray fenazaquin 10 EC 10

ml or diafenuron 50 WP 15 gm per 15 liter water pump and carried out
alternate spray.

Whitefly & jassids in Okra: For control of whitefly & jassids in Okra, spray
500 ml of 5 % neem seed extract or 50 ml neem oil or acephate75 % SP@ 15
gm or imidacloprid 17.8 SL 3 ml/10 litre of water.

Animals

Essential salts/mineral mixture in appropriate quantities must be mixed with
feed and given to the animals.

Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flys and mosquitoes. Keep animal
shed hygienic and clean to avoid flies and mosquitoes.

Provide 6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-20 kg green fodder to the
animals. For milch animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g
mineral mixture per 2 liters of milk yield.

Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of water for the control of tick.
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
