Hon'ble Vice Chancellor's Message 

  

The use of the chemical pesticides for the management of insect pests in different crops 
has been adopted by farmers at large due to immediate results. However, their 
continuous& injudicious use resulted into resistance and resurgence of insect pests. 
Hence, farmers have to switch over to the other alternatives for management of insect 
pests. In recent times, the IMP 
technologies for different crops have 
been suggested. During the management 
of insect pests, farmers should involve 
biopesticides in their pest management 
practices, asit is progressive and 
environmental friendly way to manage 
pests. It leaves behind no chemical 
residues that might have harmful effects 
on humans, other useful organisms as 
well as soil. Scientific use of these 
biopesticides can provide essentially 
permanent, widespread sustainable pest 
management with a very favourable cost-benefit ratio. In view of these, Biocontrol 
Research Laboratory was established during 2012 at JAU, Junagadh which is involved 
in the research and production of various bio-agents. So far, the laboratory has 
produced 365tons ofB. bassianaand 512 tons of Trichoderma which are provided to 
the farming community at reasonable cost.The farmers of Saurashtra region used the 
B. bassiana in cotton and groundnut increased yield to the tune of 32% during last five 
years besides economic benefits. In addition to this, about 1.85 lakh pheromone traps 
and 3.15 lakh lures for pink bollworms, H. armigera, S. litura and brinjal shoot and fruit 
borer; 3250 bottles of NPV, 2900 lures and 2020 traps for fruit flywere produced and 
given to the farming community. For the development of entrepreneurship of 
agriculture students, Experiential Learning Programme (ELP) or Student Ready 
Programme (SRP) has been started in 2016. As part of course curriculum, inventor of 
this technology has initiated ELP in Biocontrol Research Laboratory to entrepreneur 
students of under graduate (UG) and Post graduate (PG) of agriculture faculty. Since 
last two years, total 85UG and 24 PG students participated in learning the technology. 
They generated Rs. 22 lakh by selling these products to farming community, from 
which each student shared Rs.15000 profit. Mating Disruption Paste (MDP) 
technology use for the eco-friendly management of insect pests like pink bollworm, 
Heliothis, Spodoptera and brinjal shoot and fruit borer is also tried which is at final 
stage of recommendation. An innovative multi-functional trap for managing insect 
pests also developed by University scientists, which worked in any crop and in any 
season, for the effective management of lepidopterous insect pests. As a result of 
University efforts, the interest of farmers for use of biopesticide is increasing year 
after year which will provide healthy foods alongwith eco-friendly managing the 
environment.
